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Potomac River Fisheries Commission Meeting

Chairman Steven G. Bowman announced today the Potomac River Fisheries Commission will hold its next regular meeting on Friday, September 14 at 8:30 a.m. in the John T. Parran Hearing Room of the Potomac River Fisheries Commission (The Carpenter Building), 222 Taylor Street, Colonial Beach, Virginia.  Chairman Bowman invites all interested persons to attend this open public meeting.

The advertised public hearing will include the following: increase the CLR fee for all commercial licensees; restore crab pot license holders as natural persons, and adhere to the intent of the Commission for one license, one individual person, one boat; increase the fee for crab pot ID tags and decals reflective of the increased manufacturing cost; allow one person to hold more than one Hook and Line license; adopt a new regulation to clarify the assigned user/agent on a gill net, pound net, haul seine, and/or fyke net license and establish a fee for changing the assigned user/agent; establish a new regulation to allow a transfer from a commercial hook and line license to a gill net license and establish a transfer fee; change the penalty for late payment of oyster taxes from the current de minimis penalty; restrict the recreational harvest of oysters and soft shell clams to one day per week and limit the harvest per person and per vessel; and, allow an OMR license transfer to give the participant more flexibility in the OMR program and establish a transfer fee. Items on the agenda include: a report on the crab harvest, a summary of the August ASMFC meeting, adopting the 2018-2019 gill net season dates, the 2018-2019 oyster season dates, days and time limits (including Jones Shore) and riverwide daily bushel limits for oysters.  
Other items on the agenda include, but are not limited to: discussion of options for the Rotational Natural Oyster Harvest Program; and status of the Potomac River Atlantic Menhaden harvest. Summary reports from the Finfish Advisory Committee, the Oyster Strategic Planning Panel, and the Oyster Management Reserve Program will be presented.
